Welcome to the Nursery/Reception Class

Aims and Priorities

The Nursery/Reception class is a 2-year foundation class at the Greek School of Wales that prepares
children to enter the primary level classes at the Greek School. Learning at the Nursery/ Reception
class evolves through play, circle time discussion and games, story time, movement and dance, and
creative arts and crafts activities. Priorities for this class is the development of basic vocabulary and
speaking and comprehension skills. Also, the development of emotional, social and group
collaborative skills, as well as creativity. Important for the Nursery/Reception class is the
development of fine motor, prewriting skills, and phonological awareness skills, which are essential
for later reading and writing.

Learning Objectives

Prereading and Phonological Awareness Skills

Recognizes capital and small letters of the Greek Alphabet.
Identifies phonologically each letter with its sound.
Identifies the first letter and the initial sound of a word.

Speaking and Vocabulary

Communicates in short dialogues.

Uses basic phrases for communication.

Uses the words and phrases learned in the topics explored.
Follows directions in class and expresses basic needs.
Enjoys and recites poems and sings songs.

Prewriting and Writing Skills

Recognizes and copies his/her name.

Traces the alphabet letters.

Copies letters and phrases relevant to the crafts or the topic explored.

Emotional and Social Skills

Develops a positive attitude towards the Greek School.

Builds confidence in the use of the Greek Language.

Develops new friendships and socializes with children.

Collaborates in a small group of children.

Explores, experiences, and learns the customs, celebrations, and heritage of Cyprus and Greece.

Approach and Teaching Techniques

The teachers use the communicative approach in teaching the Greek Language through authentic
and experiential learning to support the development of the Greek Language using teaching
approaches and techniques as well as technology during a lesson. Among the approaches and

Safeguardi'r\g: Our teachers complete training for Safeguarding Children (Level 2) and First
Aid Training. Teachers are DBS checked. They hold University Degrees in Education or Greek
Philology, and are committed in continued professional development.

Safeguarding Lead is the Headteacher Andria Andiliou, and Deputy Safeguarding Lead is
loanna Kanelaki. The President of the School Committee Irini Pasissi, also has Child
protection responsibilities.



The Nursery/Reception Class: Our Day omd Our Routime.

Part 1 of the Lesson:

The lesson starts with welcoming the children to the circle and start the welcoming routine. The
children practise basic phrases such as greetings, the weather, the season, month, and day. Then go
on to review the basic vocabulary of the last topic through discussion, role play and games (dice,
ball, mirror, clapping, memory games)

Next, the teacher introduces the new topic and the new vocabulary using pictures, video, puppet,
different objects, games, memory cards to help the acquisition of the new vocabulary.

Then a break follows for toilet and snack. The children bring a snack and their bottle. They eat in
class while watching Greek songs and videos relevant to the topic.

Port 2 of the Lesson:

In the second part of the lesson the children are divided in two groups: nursery and reception. The
children learn an alphabet letter with activities to process it in different ways (visual, sound,
written). The primary goal is to recognise the letter visually and learn to say words that begin with
the letter. Then they see how the letter is written both the capital and small, trace and copy it. Also,
children practise in identifying words that start with the letter.

The lesson ends with a creative art activity in which the children make arts and crafts relevant to the
topic, using different techniques: drawing, collage, and play dough. Sometimes artmaking is
individual and other times collaborative. The lesson concludes with the basic vocabulary learned and
phrases in Greek and the children share what they enjoyed from the lesson.

Student Portfolio

The children in nursery/reception do a lot of creative work for the different themes and topics we
cover as well as written work to practise letter and sound recognition, vocabulary, and letter
formation. In your child portfolio, we collect some of the work that children complete in each lesson.
The teacher selects some of the work of each child from the lesson to be kept in the student’s
portfolio at the school, which we return at the end of the year.

Parent Meetings

Twice a year, at the end of the two terms, the teachers communicate with the parents about their
child’s adaptation and progress at the nursery/reception class. The teachers will discuss with you
about the child’s social and emotional skills, the development of their vocabulary and speaking skills,
their fine motor skills, and their writing skills.

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Health ond Safety
The guidelines and procedures below are set for the health and safety of the students based
on the guidelines of the Welsh government, relevant to community school operations.

1. Measures for the Protection and Wellbeing of children

All children are expected to arrive to school 5 minutes before the lesson starts to wash

their hands and set up for the start of the lesson.

v’ Only the students, teachers, and members of the committee can enter the building
during lessons. Parents need to wait outside the gate.

v On Saturday, the children arrive at the school based on the adjusted schedule to
manage traffic. A teacher or a committee member will be taking the children to their
class.

v' Children with diarrhoea and/or vomiting should not attend school and remain at
home until they are symptom free for 48 hours.

v" If your child has allergies, you would need to inform the school before the start of the
lesson with an electronic message at school@gsow.co.uk

v Children are not allowed to bring to school nuts or products that contain nuts as we
have children with nut allergies, and we aim to have a nut free school.

v" If your child has allergies, you would need to consult your GP and provide the school
with an Epipen or asthma inhaler to be kept at the school. If you are not providing
one, we would need a written statement on how to deal with an allergy reaction.

v’ Safeguarding and child protection are among the responsibilities of all schools. The
teachers are bound by the Safeguarding laws and procedures regarding to handling child
protection concerns.

2. Measures for protection and hygiene

v’ In the entrance of the school and classrooms there are sanitise stations so that
children can clean their hands before entering their classroom.

v The children wash their hands before the break for food and clean their hands after
using the toilet.

v’ There is regular cleaning of the building, the classrooms, and the toilets.

v The tables are cleaned after the end of each lesson.

v Handouts on hand washing and physical distancing are posted at the school.

3. Procedures related to COVID-19
Any child who has any of the 3 main symptoms of COVID-19 (new persistent cough,
fever and/or loss of taste or smell) and has a positive COVID-19 test should not
come to school.

v' If a student has a positive test needs to stay in isolation until she/he has two negative
tests, or a week has passed from the onset of the symptoms

v’ If a student is in isolation due to COVID the school should be contacted, the day
before so that arrangements can be made to upload material for the lesson online.

v' If the child is in isolation due to COVID the parents can access google classroom and
can find the lesson material on google classroom to complete before the next class.

v' If a teacher has COVID symptoms and can’t return to school, a supply teacher will
take over.
